	PARENT PARTNER PROGRAM

The Parent Partner program is about parents helping birth parents who are involved with the child welfare system.  

Parent Advocates are birth parents who have been through the “system” themselves and have successfully reunified with their own children.   They have come back to assist the Agency to help engage birth parents who have had had their children removed. The primary goal is to help these parents get their children returned to them. 

Parent Partners provide support and motivation for those parents who need that extra push to begin their case plan activities.
Parent Partners:

· Are paid to work with Department of Human Services (DHS) clients who need mentoring and support and have had their children removed and are seeking to be reunified.

· Are assigned to new cases as referred by a Child Welfare Worker.  First priority is given to families with children under 5 years of age.


	· Work with Child Welfare Workers (CWW’s) to help engage parents to participate in and complete case plan requirements.

· Work with the community organizations to help access resources for parents.

· Can offer encouragement, outreach and support. Are willing to go that extra mile to help a parent.

Parent Partners have:

· Personal experience with the “child welfare system.”

What does it takes to become a Parent Partner?

· Parent Partners must have had previous involvement with the child welfare system and have successfully reunified with their children for at least a year
· Must be clean and sober for at least a year
· Must have a stable family situation with no current DHS issues

· Must have some flexibility to attend meetings and co-facilitate groups

· Must be willing to share their experiences with other parents, community partners, and child welfare staff as a learning tool

· Must be willing to participate in all mandated training as well as individual and group supervision.
