Family Team Decision Making/Family Team Meetings & Domestic Violence:                        Many families who are candidates for Family Team Decision Making Meetings (most often referred to as Family Team Meetings or FTM) have a history of domestic violence (DV). Family Team Meeting Facilitation & DV Training allows facilitators to practice using guidelines for deciding who is a good candidate for a FTM, whether or not to have joint or separate meetings, and preparing and conducting a safe and productive meeting. Case scenarios of circumstances involving domestic violence show how a FTM, if planned and structured properly, can safely address case goals. These guidelines are intended to provide additional information to trained Family Team Meeting facilitators. This training can also be adapted to various service providers acting as participants in the FTM.   
Domestic Violence and Child Welfare:  ICADV trains child welfare workers to understand and intervene safely with families experiencing concurrent child abuse or neglect and domestic violence. Training provides knowledge and skills for assessing domestic violence and enhancing practice. All trainings are interactive. Group sizes are limited depending on the training. 

Cultural Competency Training:       This course introduces participants to academic and personal skills that allow service providers to increase their understanding and appreciation of cultural differences. This training assists child protection workers in making their practice more effective when dealing with families who are culturally different from themselves. 

Cross Training                                   Cross training is a way for staff from various backgrounds to learn firsthand about the policies and procedures of other agencies and service providers to understand the rationale behind approaches to case handling and to build partnerships that can increase holistic services and support for clients.

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General Phone Technical Assistance: ICADV provides information and assistance on housing, legal planning with victims, legal assistance, domestic violence program referrals, cultural competency, immigration, and general community response/problem solving around issues of domestic violence and child welfare, and more. Local referrals are given for workers’ service areas. 

Case Consultation: Domestic violence (DV) advocates, mental health workers, substance abuse counselors, child welfare workers and others meet monthly to review, and evaluate current services and plan follow-up for DHS cases. Consultation provides information, guidance, and an informed response to families affected by domestic abuse.

Case Consultation is held in a roundtable format and lasts 45 minutes per case – 2 case consults per trip required.

Case consultation works best with just the DV program and DHS meeting initially. Later additions to the consultation are made as appropriate.  Ideally, at the end of the 6 months, the core team includes DHS, DV, mental health and substance abuse, as most cases involve those additional disciplines.

ICADV is able to provide culturally specific consultation in cases involving Latina families, as well as for other families with special needs (people with disabilities, dependent adults, etc.).

Case Consultation is a commitment of 6 months of monthly scheduled case consultation with an ICADV consultant.  In some instances, however, it is acceptable to schedule consultations on an as-needed basis.

CPPC & Domestic Violence – Developing a Plan for Your CPPC Group:                                             TA is available to develop a community work plan and coordinate practice skill development addressing domestic violence and child welfare.  ICADV assists in contacting and coordinating with local DV programs to promote collaborative participation in new and existing Community Partnership Initiatives.  A minimum of 10 participants is required to convene this meeting.

Focus Groups & Individualized Plans:                                              The most effective and respectful way to promote skill development and address individualized learning needs of social workers is to better understand what they need.  Focus groups are a great way to gain understanding and help a community plan for educational opportunities to enhance a team.  ICADV can assist with facilitating this process.

Training:                             ICADV offers a wide variety of training.  The four core trainings are listed on the opposite side of this brochure.  Many additional trainings are also available.  In some instances, a minimum participant requirement is necessary.
