	Report of Noticed Rules
N-1.  ARC 8719B, Amendment to Chapter 65, Food Assistance.  Provides for automatic deactivation and replacement of electronic benefit transfer cards after three manually entered transactions.  (State initiative; expected to be adopted in July to be effective October 1.)

N-2.  ARC 8758B, Amendment to Chapter 65, Food Assistance.  Changes the methodology for the annual update of standard utility allowances used in determining eligibility (Federal initiative; expected to be adopted in July to be effective October 1.)

N-3.  ARC 8722B, Amendment to Chapter 78, Medicaid.  Clarifies coverage requirements for oxygen and oral nutritional products.  (State initiative; expected to be adopted in July to be effective October 1.)

N-4.  ARC 8756B, Amendment to Chapter 78, Medicaid.  Changes coverage for non-emergency transportation to be administered by a contracted broker.  (State initiative; expected to be adopted in July to be effective October 1.)

N-5.  ARC 8757B, Amendment to Chapter 118, Services.  Updates standards for the child care quality rating system.  (State initiative; expected to be adopted in July to be effective October 1.)

	1.   Amendments to Chapters 36 and 79, Administration.  Implements the hospital health care access assessment.  (State mandate; will also be filed on notice; see notice N-6.)
2.  Amendment to Chapter 75, Medicaid.  Clarifies premium period for employed persons with disabilities and requires a standardized statement of member’s intent to return to work after previous employment has ended.  (State initiative; notice ARC 8705B)

3.  Amendment to Chapter 75, Medicaid.  Updates the statewide average cost of nursing facility services to a private-pay resident and the statewide average charges or maximum Medicaid rate for four levels of medical institutional care.  (State mandate)

4.  Amendments to Chapters 79 and 85, Medicaid.  Implements reimbursement rates for state fiscal year 2011.  (State mandate; will also be filed on notice; see notice N-7)

5.  Amendments to Chapter 108, Services.  Adds worker visit requirements for supervised apartment placements to the licensing standards for child-placing agencies.  (State initiative; notice ARC 8582B)

6.  Amendment to Chapter 150, Services.  Increase reimbursement for supervised apartment living services by 1.31% for state fiscal year 2011.  (State mandate)

7.  Amendment to Chapter 152, Services. Increase reimbursement for foster group care services by 1.31% for state fiscal year 2011.  (State mandate)

8.  Amendment to Chapter 156, Services.  Increase foster family care and adoption subsidy maintenance payments by 1.31% for state fiscal year 2011.  (State mandate)

9.  Amendment to Chapter 177, State Supplementary Assistance.  Broadens requirements for who can conduct provider physical examinations for in-home health-related care.  (State intiative; notice ARC 8690B.)

10. Amendment to Chapter 204, Services.  Closes applications for guardianship subsidy due to termination of waiver.  (Federal mandate; notice ARC 8701B.)
